* 3,680 copies (92 %) of Giftas | sold within days, the remainder seized by
authorities

* Moneymaker in commercial lending libraries
* Private loans a 25 ore

* Secondhand sales: examples of Giftas being sold for 10,40 and even 100 kr
(bookshop price 3,75 kr)

* Giftas I, 2nd ed.: 2,000 copies (40 %) sold after 9 months
* Giftas II: 1,100 copies (22 %) sold after two years (!)

* Women supportive of Strindberg (newspaper reports)

* Modern female writers such as Victoria Benedictsson,Anne Charlotte
Leffler, and Ellen Key less hostile towards Giftas than their male

colleagues
* Daughters bought Giftas in Gumpert’s bookshop

* Hardly any women buying Strindberg’s books, preferred Tolstoy,
Kielland & Ibsen

* Novel reading dangerous for women, Giftas in particular

* Danish women committed to asylum for reading Giftas
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
